Instructions for the Toledo Buffalo Soldiers MC 2025 Scholarship Application 

 
The Toledo Buffalo Soldiers Motorcycle Club (TBSMC), Inc. Post, is a scholarship awarding organization. 
As an organization, we promote and honor the many contributions made by the original Buffalo Soldiers 
enacted in 1866. TBSMC have the following commitments, expectations and responsibilities:  
 

 To promote the history and legacy of the U.S. Army’s original Buffalo Soldiers enacted in 1866. 

 To be a positive role model for youth in our Community. 

 To support community peace efforts.  
 To uphold the traditions and standards of the original Buffalo Soldiers of 1866. 

 To promote safe and enjoyable motorcycling in our communities. 
 
The Toledo Buffalo Soldiers Motorcycle Club, Inc. will award (1) $5000.00 and (1) $2,500.00 
scholarships to qualified 2025 graduating high school seniors. The scholarship funds will be disbursed by 
the Toledo Buffalo Soldiers Motorcycle Club, Inc. to two (2) scholarship recipients. Graduating high 
school seniors with a GPA of 2.5 or greater are eligible to apply. The scholarship will be awarded based 
on the standing of the candidate in relation to other competitors and based on overall qualifications, with 
the most weight focused on the quality of the 500 word essay.  
 
Instructions for candidates:  
1. Provide a letter to include self-introduction, accomplishments, college degree aspirations, and plans 

for scholarship funding (if selected). 

2. Provide at least two (2) recommendation letters from an educator, business professional, community 
service professional, etc. on official letterhead (if not on letterhead, applications may be disqualified). 

3. Provide an essay, with not less than 500-word, double spaced and in your own words, on two (2) of 
the following topics (a, b, c or d), typed in Times Roman or Ariel font: 

a) Write about how the history and legacy of the original Buffalo Soldiers, enacted in 1866, inspired 

you and explain why it is important for current and future generations to be aware of their 
contributions. 

 
b) Write about an original Buffalo Soldier who received exceptional Military medals for their 

accomplishments, reasons for award, award date, and what can be learned from their heroism.  
 

c) Write about ways in which your dreams and aspirations are similar to the sacrifices and 
contributions to America, by the original Buffalo Soldiers. 

 
d) Write about the Buffalo Soldiers’ positive characteristics, identify at least two and explain how 

those characteristics can shape your life.
